The four coterminous boards have worked closely with the Porcupine Health Unit and the 
Timiskaming Health Unit in the creation of this plan.   

We are proud 
of this collaborative effort, which will serve students and families in our communities”, said the 
Chairs of the coterminous boards.  

The plan was created in accordance with the guiding principles of the Ministry of Education 
and public health officials.  It includes key layers of protective strategies for students and 
officials.   

The protocol allows for indoor high-contact sports where students are vaccinated or engaging 
in rapid antigen testing twice weekly.
